In this study, noted researcher and authority
Donovan Rypkema of PlaceEconomics found
that between 2000 and 2010, Georgia
property owners invested $560 million in the
rehabilitation of over 700 historic buildings.

During SFY 2011-2014, an additional $148.6+
million has been spent rehabilitating 181
properties.
